GUIDELINES FORMAT FOR FULL PAPER AND PRESENTATION 
ABSTRACT: This guideline provides you important information of how to format your paper for submission to the international conference co-hosted by the World Bank and Thai Nguyen University. The conference will be held on June 11-13, 2014 at the Learning Resource Center, Thai Nguyen University, Vietnam. The full paper should be submitted to the Conference Coordinator by email vinhnt@tnu.edu.vn, and the deadline for submission is on May 23, 2014. The full paper should be written within 10 pages (A4 size), including charts, tables, figures and references, and the presentation will be limited to 20 slides only. The title should clearly state the main topic in 10 to 12 words and be centered and bolded. Abbreviation is not appropriate. The author must be stated, along with co-author/s if any. There must be an empty line between the title and author. If there is more than one author, the main author should be underlined. Keyword section should have at least five keywords, e.g.
Keywords: sustainable, poverty reduction, minority, mountainous area (at least five keywords)
I. INTRODUCTION
The full paper should be written in English in A4 size within 10 pages(210 mm x 297 mm), font Times new Roman (Unicode), font size 12; top margin: 2,5cm; bottom: 2,5cm, left 2,5 cm, right 2,5 cm, double space. The content of the paper is divided into two. Each column is 80 mm wide and the distance between two columns is 10 mm. 

This guideline must be formatted according to the request of the Conference Committee. You can use this guideline as a framework for your paper. You don’t need to make any modification on the format of this guideline. Do not insert page number, header and footer.  
II. ANNOUCEMENT AND DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION  
2.1 Time and Venue:
The conference will be held on June 11 – 13, 2014 at Learning Resource Center, Thai Nguyen University, Vietnam.
2.2 Deadline for Submission:
Full paper should be submitted to the Conference Coordinator at vinhnt@tnu.edu.vn on or before May 23, 2014. Paper should be in Microsoft Word.doc type or Microsoft Word.docx type
III. PAPER PREPARATION
3.1 Limitation of pages 
The full paper should be written within 10 pages (A4 size), including charts, tables, figures and references, and your presentation should be limited to 20 slides only.
3.2 Full title
The title should be centered and bolded. Use 12-point Times New Roman (Unicode) font. 
3.3 Abstract 
Your abstract sums up your paper’s purpose and content in 300 words or less. 
3.4 Equations
Equation should be centered, and equation numbers should only appear to the right of the last line of the equation, in parentheses.  
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An empty line should be before and after the equation.
3.5 Tables and Figures
Figures and notes should not be in handwriting. Figures should be drawn using a clear visible color.  
Figure, chart and table must be indexed as follows:
If the size of figure, chart and table is big, you can place it to the next column or next page, e.g.
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Figure 1. Logo of University of Education.
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Figure 2. Solar Radiation
